In 2005, Western began providing retail water and sewer service to a 6.5 square mile portion 
of western Murrieta, primarily in the historic downtown area of the city. Western refers to this 
area as its Murrieta Retail Service Area.  

Western charges a Capacity Charge to new applicants for water and sewer service in the 
Murrieta Retail Service Area. Capacity Charges were  last updated in 2016. The schedule of

The following Capacity Charges are proposed:  

1. Water, inside the Innovation Zone. The Innovation Zone is an economic development 
priority of the City of Murrieta and is d escribe d in detail in Section 1.  Western is receiving 
$7.4 million from the City for water infrastructure funding in the Innovation Zone. 
Receipt of this funding makes a separate Capacity Charge for the Innovation Zone 
necessary.   

2. Water, outside the Innovation Zone.  

3. Sewer Collection in the Santa Rosa Regional Resources Authority (SRRRA) Tributary . 
The SRRRA Tributary is the portion of the Murrieta Retail Service Area receiving sewer 
treatment services from SRRRA.  

4. Sewer Collection in the Eastern Tributary . The Eastern T ributary is the portion of the 
Murrieta Retail Service Area receiving sewer treatment services from Eastern Municipal 
Water District  (Eastern) . 

5. Sewer Treatment in the SRRRA Tributary.  

A sewer treatment Capacity Charge in the Eastern Tributary is not propos ed because future

The methodology used to update Capacity Charges is consistent with California Government 
Code Sections 66000 -66025 and industry standa rds . California Government Code Section 
66013(b)(3)) states:  
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"Capacity charge" means a charge for public facilities in existence at the time a charge 
is imposed or charges for new public facilities to be acquired or constructed in the 
future that are of pr oportional benefit to the person or property being charged, 
including supply or capacity contracts for rights or entitlements, real property interests, 
and entitlements and other rights of the local agency involving capital expense relating 
to its use of e xisting or new public facilities.  

Industry standards include manuals published by the American Water Works Association 
(AWWA) and the Water Environment Federation  (WEF) . 

Table ES.1 summarizes existing and proposed Capacity Charges. Capacity Charges shown i n 
Table ES.1 are per EDU. For the Water Capacity Charge, the per -EDU charge is applied to a ¾ -
inch water meter. For sewer charges, a single -family residence is 1.0 EDU. For other customers, 
Western will use the meter capacity table and the Sewer EDU table in Appendix A.

Some of the reasons for the change in Capacity Charges are:  

¶ Capacity Charges have not been raised since 2019. There have been significant inflation 
in construction costs between 2019 and 2023.  

¶ The Water Master Plan re -evaluated the distribution system requirements for the 
system, and developed a more extensive pipe network needed t o accommodate future 
development.  

The proposed Capacity Charge in the SRRRA Tributary is lower than the proposed Capacity 
Charge in the Eastern Tributary. This is because the treatment component applicable in the 
ñééé! ÿɶȡǩʔʌǍɶʳ ȡɾ ȺɐʭǸɶ ʌțǍɅ MǍɾʌǸɶɅẏɾ fæ>. 

The proposed Capacity Charge inside the Innovation Zone is lower than the proposed Capacity 
Charge outside the Innovation Zone. This demonstrates the effect of the funding received from 
the City of Murrieta. An additional benefit of the City funding is t he payment of MWD 
annexation fees in the Innovation Zone. These annexation fees are not part of the Capacity 
Charge calculation.

Capacity Charges shown in Table ES.2 are per 
EDU. For all water utilities excep t RCWD, the per -EDU charge is applied to a ¾ -inch water 
meter. RCWD currently requires a minimum of 1 -inch meters for new connections. For sewer 
charges, a single -family residence is 1.0 EDU.

¶ Western is proposing a significant investment in pipe expansion for both water and 
sewer systems to accommodate development. North of Murrieta Creek, Western is not 
relying on Assessment Districts or Community Facilities Districts for this funding.  

¶ Eastern, RCWD, and EVMWD periodically update their Capacity Charges. In between 
the periodic updates, all three utilities apply annual inflationary increases to Capacity 
Charges.

1.1 Introduction

(EVMWD) to the Northwest. The area is essentially surrounded by Rancho California Water 
District (RCWD).  

Western charges a Capacity Charge to new applicants for water and sewer service in the 
Murrieta Retail Service Area. Capacity Charges were last upd ated in 2016. The schedule of

With the recent completion of Water and Sewer Master Plans in 2021, Western is upda ting its 
Capacity Charges.  

Capacity Charges  are one -time charges to new applicants for water and sewer  service 
represent ing  a proportionate share of the cost of facilities necessary to provide system capacity 
to new development.   

The following Capacity Ch arges are proposed:  

1. Water, inside the Innovation Zone . The Innovation Zone is described below.  

2. Water, outside the Innovation Zone . 

3. Sewer Collection in the S anta Rosa Regional Resources Authority (S RRRA) Tributary 
(the SRRRA Tributary is the portion of the Murrieta Retail Service Area receiving sewer 
treatment services from SRRRA).  

4. Sewer Collection in the Eastern Tributary  (the Eastern Tributary is the portion of the 
Murrieta Retail Service Area receiving sewer treatment services from Eastern Municipal 
Water  District).  

5. Sewer Treatment in the SRRRA Tributary . 

A sewer treatment Capacity Charge in the Eastern Tributary is not proposed because future

1.2 Service Area Overview 
The following paragraphs are a brief description of the Murrieta Retail Service Area and the 
Innovation Zone. A more detailed description of the service area is included in Section 2.  

 

WATER 

Figure 2 .1 illustrates the location of the Murrieta Water Retail Service Area.   ¶ɐɾʌ ɐȒ ğǸɾʌǸɶɅẏɾ 
water system facilities are located nor th  of Murrieta Creek.  

SEWER 

Figure 2 .2 shows the Murri eta Sewer Retail Service Area. Most of the development within the 
service area is north of Murrieta Creek . Twenty seven  percent of the properties within the 
service area are currently connected to the existing sewer system. Western provides sewer 
collectio n services  in the Murrieta Sewer Retail Service Area. Sewer treatment is provided by 
the SRRRA and Eastern.  Figure 2 .2 shows the portions of the Murrieta Sewer Retail Service 
area receiving sewer treatment services from SRRRA and Eastern , referred to in t his report as 
the SRRRA Tributary and the Eastern Tributary.  

INNOVATION ZONE 

The Innovation Zone is a portion of the City of Murrieta that has been designated for 
commercial development.  It is an economic development priority of the City of Murrieta. The 
Innovation Zone is shown in Figures 2.1 and 2.2.  It is located to the west of Interstate 215 and 
Interstate 15, east of Jefferson Avenue, north of Elm Street, and south of Guava Street. The 
Innovation Zone does not currently receive municipal water or sewe r service.

Area. The City agreed to provide $7.4 million of American Rescu e Plan Act (ARPA) funding for 
water infrastructure in the Innovation Zone. This funding reduces Capacity Charges  in the 
Innovation Zone area. A December 2022 staff report to ğǸɾʌǸɶɅẏɾ Engineering, Operations, and 
Water Resources (EOWR) committee  states tha t the provision of water and sewer service to 
the Innovation Zone will improve public health and safety.

1.4 Current Capacity Charges 
Table 1.1 shows ğǸɾʌǸɶɅẏɾ existing Water and sewer Capacity Charges.  The Water Capacity 
Charge is uniform through out t he Murrieta Retail Service Area. Western has a Sewer Capacity 
Charge for the SRRRA Tributary . Western does not currently have a  Sewer  Capacity Charge for

The Capacity Charges shown in Table 1.1 are per Equivalent Dwelling Unit (EDU). For the water 
ɾʳɾʌǸɃṞ Ǎ Ṕẍ ʭǍʌǸɶ ɃǸʌǸɶ ǩʳ ǱǸȒȡɅȡʌȡɐɅ is 1.0 EDU.

Tributary, Western maintains a Sewer EDU schedule that shows the number of EDUs for 
residential and non -residential connections. A single -family residence is 1.0 EDU. Eastern also 
maintains its own Sewer EDU schedule for new sewer custom ers in the Eastern Tributary.

Service Area Description  
2.1 Murrieta Water Retail Service Area 

2.1.1 Existing Water System Facilities 

Figure 2.1 is a map showing the Murrieta Water Retail Service  Area.  Two wells (the New Clay 
Well and the North Well) supply water to  the service area. An intertie with Eastern, called the 
Los Alamos Connection, also can provide water supply. An additional emergency intertie with 
EVMWD also exists.  

Storage is provid ed by four  reservoirs. Two  reservoirs  are located at the Olga Gordon site south 
of Murrieta Creek , with a combined capacity of 3 million gallons (MG). These reservoirs serve 
ʌțǸ ñǸɶʬȡǪǸ !ɶǸǍẏɾ ᶯᶰᶶᶮ ɳɶǸɾɾʔɶǸ ʽɐɅǸṣ Two reservoirs are located at the Grizzly R idge site , 
serving the 1430 pressure zone.  The combined storage volume at this site is 1.9 MG.  The Alson 
Booster Pump Station pumps water from the 1280 pressure zone to the 1430 pressure zone.

2.1.2 Existing and Projected Future Water Demands

per day (MGD). Projected buildout demands are approximately 2.865 MGD, which includes all 
existing demands and projected service area growth north of Murrieta Creek.

Table 2.1 also shows the exi sting and projected buildout EDUs. Existing EDUs are based on data 
from 2020, corresponding to the date of the existing water demand data used in the Water 
Master Plan. Existing EDUs were calculated by the number of connections for each water 
meter size, a nd Western ẏɾ ɃǸʌǸɶ ǪǍɳǍǪȡʌʳ ɶǍʌȡɐɾṣ ÿțǸ ǍʬǸɶǍȓǸ ʭǍʌǸɶ ʔɾǸ ɳǸɶ MEĆ ȡɾ ᶲᶴᶵ ȓɳǱṣ 
Projected buildout EDUs were calculated based on the projected increase in water demands 
divided by 467 gpd per EDU.  

Table 2.1 separates projected buildout demands inside and out side the Innovation Zone, using 
data provided by Western. The majority of service area growth is projected to occur inside the 
Innovation Zone.  

2.1.3 Water Master Plan 

Western completed a Water Master Plan in November 2021. The Water Master Plan contains:  

¶ A det ailed description of water system facilities .  

¶ An evaluation of the existing water system .

The majority of the capital improvements included in this Capacity Charge update are from

Department modified some of the proposed capital improvements required to serve the 
Innovation Zone.  The capital improvements incorporated into the Capacity Charge are 
discussed further in Section 4.  

2.1.4 Proposed Capital Improvements 

Figure 2.2 shows the proposed capital improvements that are incorporated into the Capacity 
Charge u pdate. With the exception of the Innovation Zone improvements (see  Figure 2.3  
below), these improvements are from the Water Master Plan. As described in Section 3.3 below, 
Water Master Plan improvements south of Murrieta Creek are not included in the Capac ity 
Charge calculations  because the existing zoning precludes significant development.  The costs 
for these improvements are shown in Section 4 of this report.  

Figure 2.3 shows the proposed Innovation Zone water system improvements in more detail.  
After the Water Master Plan was completed, Western staff made the following modifications 
to the proposed capital improvements in the Innovation Zone:  

1. Executed an agreement with Rancho California Water District for water supply and 
storage.  

2. Increased wat er line sizes from 12 -inches to 16 -inches to increase capacity for fire flow . 

3. Added one segment of pipe to form a more continuous looped pipe network.

2.1.5 City of Murrieta Innovation Zone Funding 

In February 2023, t țǸ ¶ʔɶɶȡǸʌǍ >ȡʌʳ >ɐʔɅǪȡȺ ǍɅǱ ğǸɾʌǸɶɅẏɾ =ɐǍɶǱ ɐȒ EȡɶǸǪʌɐɶɾ ǍɳɳɶɐʬǸǱ ǍɅ 
Interagency Financial Contribution Agreement for Water Infrastructure in the Innovation Zone 
Area. The City agreed to provide $7.4 million of ARPA  funding for water infrastructure in the  
Innovation Zone.  

Table 2.2 shows how the funding will be used. The first priority is to pay outstanding 
Metropolitan Water District (MWD) annexation fees throughout the Innovation Zone. The 
second priority is to purchase storage capacity for the Innovatio n Zone from Rancho California 
Water District. The remaining funds will be used to partially offset the cost of pipe expansions 
in the Innovation Zone.

2.2 Murrieta Sewer Retail Collection Area 
Figure 2. 4 is a map showing the Murrieta Sewer Retail Collection  Area.  The sewer system 
consists of 38 miles of pipeline ranging in diameter from 4 inches to 15 inches. Sewage flows 
by gravity to either the SRRRA Santa Rosa Water Reclamation Facility or E ǍɾʌǸɶɅẏɾ ÿǸɃǸǪʔȺǍ 
Valley Regional Water Reclamation Facility. The purple shaded areas in Figure 2. 4 are  in the 
SRRRA Tributary and the orange shaded areas are  in the Eastern Tributary.   

SRRRA is a joint powers agency that owns and operates the Santa Rosa W ater Reclamation 
Facility. Western, along with EVMWD and Eastern, are the SRRRA member agencies. Western 
has a 1.0 MGD contracted capacity in the Santa Rosa Water Reclamation Facility.
